Continuing Education
 
Emmanuel Lutheran School recognizes its teachers as professional educators. As such, it is expected that teachers be involved in continuing education. Emmanuel Lutheran School has money budgeted to fund this endeavor. The following is a guideline for teacher education at Emmanuel Lutheran School.
 
1.     Teachers attain AZ state certification/licensure within two years of beginning ministry at Emmanuel. (Cost is paid for by Emmanuel Lutheran Church and School)
2.    Teachers attend all WELS sponsored conferences and in-service programs. (Cost is paid for by Emmanuel Lutheran Church and School)
3.    Teachers attend workshops in areas of interest related to one’s ministry. (Cost is paid for by Emmanuel Lutheran Church and School or by Title II funds. Workshops must be approved by principal and/or Board of Education)
4.    After AZ state licensure is attained, teacher may choose one of two options
a.    Pursue an advanced degree in an area related to one’s ministry. Teacher pays for expense with a student loan. Upon completion of the program, Emmanuel Lutheran Church and School makes loan payments as long as teacher is serving at Emmanuel. (10 year amortization period assumed) A program of study must be approved by principal and Board of Education.  
b.  Teacher earns 6 college credits or an equivalent amount of clock hours in area related to one’s ministry every five years. (Emmanuel or Title II funds pay for the cost of these classes or workshops at time of registration. Classes/workshops must be approved by principal and Board of Education)
 
Teachers pursuing option 4a will be required to continue with option 4b once the advanced degree is earned or pursue an additional advanced degree.
